2.0 INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND
This report contains the summarized activities that have been undertaken at HMP in October and this are;

3.0 CHIBOBO ORPHANAGE
Chibobo Orphanage are very glad that we have managed to care the five Orphans who have wrote their grade seven (7) examinations. The five Orphans are expecting to pass for them to into grade eighty which is junior level. As the Organization we have allowed this Children to be at the center until the day when will close schools. They finished their examination on 30th October, 2009. These children are taking part of learning some skills at the Orphanage. If anyone of these children failed to pass it will be a difficult decision for the Organization to know what to do if it will be to wean them or not. For those who will qualify we are having a meeting before the closing of the Orphanage to discuss the way forward for them. Because for those who will manage to pass into boarding schools which are expensive it will require for us to plan for them well before next year. 
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The photo above illustrates Orphans in new school shoes that were bought on the Month of October. We managed to buy 60 shoes and 60 blankets for them although we had some difficulties in terms of sizes. From the Guardian meeting it was agreed that the old blankets and Mosquito nets will be given to their guardians so that when they go back during holidays and weekends they should be using them. This issue came when a concerned guardian raise an issue that some Orphans they do not have blankets and mosquito nets to their guardians homes. We have already distributed these items to them and we warn them that inspection will be going around making sure that those item been used by Orphans in homes. 
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These are item that was given to Orphans to be used to their homes during weekend and holidays.
May I take this opportunity to inform you all that Anuel Mushili his no longer a care giver at Chibobo Orphanage. The expelled came when Anuel Mushili became guilty for the case of defilement in the community. This threatened the Organization as we are caring Orphans at the center and it was a sad story to hear that Anuel has done such a thing after been trained. It has become so difficulty for me to understand the situation as he was good at the place of work. So far he ran way to place we do not know. We have advertised for interviews that will be taken before the end of our school term.

4.0 MECHANICS TEAM
The Serenje Orphans School Home (SOSH) have selected an applicant who will be attending interviews on 16th November, 2009. His name is Bonaventure Kalunga he was selected under interviews that was at SOSH in October, 2009.  After selection I confirmed from MFAZ about application forms through John Chilangwa who told me they we were late the due date for collecting forms was in September. Although we were in this situation we managed through team work on which the Principle sends the forms to me and we were given a short period of time of two days to fill and submit which we managed. May I thank you for your participation on this matter. 
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The above photo his a selected applicant Bonaventure Kalunga. All his parents died in 2000 and he completed his senior secondary school at Ibolelo high School in Serenje.  Let us commit him into prayers for him to qualify the interviews at MFAZ so that we can have two people under sponsorship. 

The Land issue is not yet resolved from the council. My last visit to their office I was told that they are now waiting for the main headquater offices in Kabwe to approves the offloaded land to their clients who attended interviews in July. We have to wait since we registered and we have already paid for interviews. Therefore, any day we can be called for interviews since they have our contact details.  Am very impressed on how you are committed out there regards this projects and I would like to urge you to continue with your hard working as we are try here also. Am very aware that this project it’s a long term which needs to work hard and to have patience to other issues. We shall pass into difficulty to accomplish our goal and due to our hard work we shall achieve what is planned. 

On Sunday am likely to travel for taking Bonaventure for interviews which will be on 16th November. Since last year we had two applicants who attended interviews we were at the safe side than this year.

5.0 FARMING 
We have entered rain season and all people in the community have started preparing their field readiness for planting. As for HMP we have not yet started as we are waiting to plough the land. Last year it became very difficult in terms of weeding and this occurred due to early ploughing and also timimg of rain added an advantage for weeds to grow more. Now this year as we are likely to grow soyabeans which needs to be planted in late December to Late January we shall be a bit delayed on planting. We shall grow Soyabeans, Irish Potatoe, Tomato, Maize.

We are have continued relaying of chicken at the farm as Income generating Activities. So far we have 100 chicken which are 3 weeks old and they will be ready for the market after 2-3 weeks. Poultry it’s doing fine as last batch we supplied to council business restaurant and to the Office of the District Commisioner. 
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6.0 KOALA CLUB
On 28th October we had a meeting with the Koala Club. I had a meeting with them to clarify some mistakes that was among members in the club. Also it was my opportunity to meet them to discuss the way forward of the club towards self sufficient. The club decided to start some income generating activities such as cultivating a field for ground nuts, maize and sweet potato. The club will utilize the resources it has gained from selling materials from Australia. Also the club wish to expand their catchment area to establish some center to form clubs in Chibobo. According to the club idea is to target five (5) station where they will be going to teach about their skills. This will result the Organisation to expand and to help more people in rural area of Chibobo. The station distance will not be more than 10 km of Chibobo. Chibobo community have 11 section but according to the capacity of the club it cannot manage put up centers to all these section. The club request about sending one or two for a training of tailoring to any institution. This issue was raised when the members asked Staivous through HMP to hire a trainee who can come and train them again. Then Staivous told them about Mobile Mission Maintenance (MMM) activities. 
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ANGELAH CHIBALE Managed to sew her suit by using chitenge material which can cost K70,000 ZMK

Therefore, koala club would like to reach more people in the community by teaching them some skills. The trained members now there are able to make their own suit chitenge fashion. This has become a good example of achievement of the club. 

7.0 BIBLE LEADERSHIP/CHURCH     
Some leaders who attended bible leadership training would like to send some letter to Rev. Gavin explain the achievement they have gained from the training. Therefore, it will be helpful to know the physical address. The training has brought achievement in churches and also in Chibobo.
The bibles have not yet bought. I tried to contact the director to the Zambian side to inform me if the shipment of bibles arrives in Lusaka. Up to know have no any confirmation from them. So it has become so difficult for me to travel without confirmed if bibles are there. Also I tried to contact Sizwe who so that we meet in Lusaka unfortunately he could not respond to my mails. Due to all these we decided to spend our short leave in copperbelt to a town known as Luashya. We had a nice weekend with Memory and Emma the town it’s cool with nice lodges and it was so good to us to visit the town which was the first time for my wife. 
I will email them again to find out what is happening thetheir side if the shipment is inn. At least this time I know how shipment delayed in Zambia which also contributed to me not to panic. 
8.0 JOSHUA 
I was with Joshua for the past days to find out the difficulties his passing through. It was unfortunately that his bicycle needs attention and also the plastic rubber where he puts inn his legs it’s becoming smaller. He explained to me that his foot it’s growing while it’s becoming difficulty to feet on the plastic. Also he needs of shoes since he has got only one pair which has been damaged. I will be able to assist him with shoes it was unfortunately that I came to know this issue after distributing shoes to Orphans. For his bicycle I will also try to maintain it in the coming days since it needs to buy some spare parts.
